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COMPREHENSIVE DAMAGE ASSESSMENT (mav 2024)

The United Nations Satellite Centre (UNOSAT) conducted a satellite imagery-based
comprehensive damage assessment to structures within Gaza Strip, Occupied

Palestinian Territory. The assessment was based on

before 7 October 2023 and most recently 3 May 2024. These satellite images were
compared with each other to assess changes and damages in time and space.

According to the latest satellite imagery-based analysis, UNOSAT identified 36,591
‘destroyed’ structures, 16,513 ‘severely damaged’ structures, 47,368 ‘moderately
damaged’ structures, and 36,825 ‘possibly damaged’ structures, totaling 137,297
structures. These correspond to around 55% of the total structures in the Gaza
Strip, including an estimated 135,142 damaged housing units.
